Individual assignment – Part One

Rationale of response 
This assignment is pitched at the senior students in the private school where I currently work. I am the Information Services Coordinator in a school of 1600 with year levels ranging from Kindergarten to Y12. There is a teacher librarian assigned to each sub-school and I am the designated Senior School Librarian. Library inductions for students do not regularly occur at the beginning of each calendar year and new students may enrol at any time throughout the year, thus knowledge of the school resources may be taken for granted or easily overlooked by classroom teachers. 

As all senior high school students (years 9 to 12) have several timetabled study lines each week I propose to offer a series of 50-minute tutorials during these study periods for small groups of students – maximum 16. The tutorial schedule could be repeated throughout the term depending on student demand and timeliness.

· formulating an effective search strategy to utilise specific databases including EBSCO ANZRC and Jstor
· citing and compiling a reference list of their results

· select and use the most appropriate database for their research questions
